âiëüíî, îñêiëüêè ìàòåðiàëüíi çàñîáè áóëè äóæå ìiçåðíi, äðóêàðíÿ ìàëà
ìiíiìàëüíi ïðèáóòêè i Òîâàðèñòâî íå ìîãëî çäiéñíèòè ñâî¹ íàéáëèæ÷å
çàâäàííÿ � ñïðèÿòè ðîçâèòêîâi óêðà¨íñüêî¨ íàóêè.

Ïåðøèé ïåðåëîì â äiÿëüíîñòi Òîâàðèñòâà íàñòàâ ó 1885 ð., êîëè
Òîâàðèñòâî ðîçïî÷àëî âèäàííÿ iëþñòðîâàíîãî ëiòåðàòóðíî-íàóêîâîãî
æóðíàëó ½Çîðÿ�. Îñîáëèâà ðîëü ó ðîáîòi æóðíàëó íàëåæàëà éîãî áà-
ãàòîði÷íîìó ðåäàêòîðîâi Â.Ëóêè÷ó.1

Ñàìå æèòòÿ ðîçøèðèëî ìåæi çàöiêàâëåííÿ æóðíàëó i Òîâàðèñòâà.
½Çîðÿ�, ïîðÿä ç õóäîæíiìè òâîðàìè, ïî÷èíà¹ ðîçìiùóâàòè ñòàòòi iç
ðiçíèõ ãàëóçåé çíàíü. Âèíèêà¹ íåîáõiäíiñòü ðîçøèðåííÿ äiÿëüíîñòi Òî-
âàðèñòâà. Çà ñëîâàìè I.Ôðàíêà ½âñi ìè áóëè çà òèì, ùî êîíå÷íî òðåáà
âæå ðàç ïåðåìiíèòè Òîâàðèñòâî íà iíñòèòóöiþ ñïðàâäi íàóêîâó�.2

Ç öi¹þ ìåòîþ ó 1890 ð. áóëà íàìi÷åíà êîðiííà ðåôîðìà Òîâàðèñòâà,
ïîâíiñòþ ïðîâåäåíà â 1892 ð. ½ß ðàäèâ ñêëàñòè ãîëîâíó âàãó íà ñåêöi¨ i
íàäiëèòè ¨õ çíà÷íîþ àâòîíîìi¹þ, à äëÿ ¨õ îæèâëåííÿ ðàäèâ çàâåñòè ÷î-
òèðè êàòåãîði¨ ÷ëåíiâ: çâè÷àéíèõ, îñíîâàòåëiâ, ïî÷åñíèõ i êîðåñïîíäåí-
òiâ�.3 Òîâàðèñòâî ç ëiòåðàòóðíîãî ïåðåòâîðèòüñÿ â íàóêîâå, à ìåòîþ
éîãî ñòàëà íå òiëüêè äîïîìîãà ðîçâèòêîâi óêðà¨íñüêî¨ ñëîâåñíîñòi, àëå
òàêîæ ½ðîçâèòîê i ðîçðîáëåííÿ íàóêè óêðà¨íñüêîþ ìîâîþ�. Óòâîðþ-
þòüñÿ òðè ñåêöi¨: iñòîðè÷íî-ôiëîñîôi÷íà, ôiëîëîãi÷íà i ìàòåìàòè÷íî-
ïðèðîäîïèñíî-ëiêàðñüêà. Ðàçîì ç òèì çàñíîâó¹òüñÿ ñïåöiàëüíèé íàó-

Ó 1894 ð. äî Ëüâîâà ïðè¨æäæà¹ ïðîôåñîð Ì.Ãðóøåâñüêèé. Íàñòóï-
íi òîìè ½Çàïèñîê� âèõîäÿòü âæå ïiä éîãî ðåäàêöi¹þ, ÿêèé äîâîäèòü
¨õ âèäàííÿ äî øåñòè òîìiâ ó ðiê. Ñâî¨ì øâèäêèì ðîñòîì ½Çàïèñêè�
çàâäÿ÷óþòü åíåðãi¨ ñâîãî íàóêîâîãî ðåäàêòîðà, çðåøòîþ, ÿê â öiëîìó
i ðîçâèòîê Òîâàðèñòâà, íà ÷îëi ÿêîãî âií ñòàâ. Íà öåé ïåðiîä (1895�
1913 ðð.) ïðèïàäà¹ íàéáiëüøèé çëåò äiÿëüíîñòi ÍÒØ.

Ïîêè ½Çàïèñêè� ñëóæèëè îðãàíîì âñiõ ñåêöié Òîâàðèñòâà, âîíè ðîç-
ìiùóâàëè íà ñâî¨õ ñòîðiíêàõ ñòàòòi ðiçíîìàíiòíîãî çìiñòó: ïîðÿä iç
ñòàòòÿìè íà iñòîðè÷íi i ôiëîñîôi÷íi òåìè òóò áà÷èìî ñòàòòi ç
ìàòåìàòèêè, ìåäèöèíè, ïðèðîäîçíàâñòâà. Ó 1897 ð. Ìàòåìàòè÷íî-
ïðèðîäîïèñíî-ëiêàðñüêà ñåêöiÿ îäåðæåëà ñâié îðãàí ½Çáiðíèê ìàòåìà-
òè÷íî-ïðèðîäîïèñíî-ëiêàðñüêî¨ ñåêöi¨�. Ç öüîãî ÷àñó ½Çàïèñêè� ñòàþòü
îðãàíîì ëèøå äâîõ ñåêöié � Iñòîðè÷íî-ôiëîñîôi÷íî¨ òà Ôiëîëîãi÷íî¨,
ÿêi, êðiì òîãî, òàêîæ âèäàþòü ñâî¨ çáiðíèêè.

Ïåðøà ñâiòîâà âiéíà ïåðåðâàëà äiÿëüíiñòü Òîâàðèñòâà, ÿêå çàçíàëî
çíà÷íèõ ìàòåðiàëüíèõ i ëþäñüêèõ âòðàò.

Ïiñëÿ 1939 ð. ÍÒØ ó Ëüâîâi ïåðåñòà¹ iñíóâàòè, à çãîäîì âiäíîâëþ¹
ñâîþ äiÿëüíiñòü â äiàñïîði. Éîãî öåíòðè â Íüþ-Éîðêó, Òîðîíòî, Ñiä-
íå¨, Ïàðèæi çãóðòîâóþòü äîâêîëà ñåáå óêðà¨íñüêi íàóêîâi ñèëè ç óñüîãî
ñâiòó.

Íîâîþ âiõîþ â iñòîði¨ ÍÒØ ñòàâ 1989 ð., êîëè âiäíîâèëàñü iñòîðè÷-
íà ñïðàâåäëèâiñòü i Íàóêîâå Òîâàðèñòâî iìåíi Øåâ÷åíêà âiäðîäèëîñÿ ó
Ëüâîâi. Óñòàíîâ÷à êîíôåðåíöiÿ, à ïîòiì ïåøà íàóêîâà ñåñiÿ ÍÒØ ó
Ëüâîâi ñòàëè ñïðàâæíiì ñâÿòîì óêðà¨íñüêî¨ êóëüòóðè.

Ñòðóêòóðà i ïðèíöèïè äiÿëüíîñòi âiäðîäæåíîãî Òîâàðèñòâà ñâiä-
÷àòü ïðî ñïàäêî¹ìíiñòü òðàäèöié.

Ïî÷èíàþ÷è ç 1989 ð., ìàòåìàòè÷íà êîìiñiÿ Íàóêîâîãî Òîâàðèñò-
âà iìåíi Øåâ÷åíêà ùîði÷íî ó áåðåçíi ïðîâîäèòü íàóêîâi ñåñi¨ ç ðiçíèõ
íàïðÿìiâ ìàòåìàòèêè òà ìåõàíiêè. Ðåçóëüòàòè öèõ âèñòóïiâ ïóáëi-
êóâàëèñü â ðiçíèõ ìàòåìàòè÷íèõ æóðíàëàõ Óêðà¨íè.

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FROM EDITORS

The Shevchenko Scienti�c Society (NTSh) was founded on the 11th of
December, 1873, when the Galician autrorities con�rmed Society's regula-
tions.

During its �rst seventeen years of activity, the NTSh developed rather
slowly, as its means and gains were too small. The Society could not achieve
its main goal � supporting development of Ukrainian science.

The �rst turning point in Society's activity came in 1885, when the
Society initiated publishing of ½Zorya�, an illustrated journal in science and
literature. A special role in the work of the journal belonged to its long
standing Editor V. Lukych. 1

It was life itself that broadened the boundaries of interests of the journal as
well as of the Society. In addition to works of art, ½Zorya� beginned to publish
papers in di�erent �elds of knowledge. It is therefore necessary to expand
Society's activity. As I. Franko said, ½all of us were on the position that it is
necessary to change the Society into a genuine scienti�c institution�.2

To this aim, in 1890, a reform Society's activity was planned. The reform
was successfully carried out in 1892. ½I advised to put the main weight on the
sections and to endow them with autonomy; for their livening up I advised
to establish four categories of members, namely, ordinary ones, founders,
honorary members and corresponding members�.3 A society of literature
would transform into a scienti�c one, and its goas would be not only de-
velopment of Ukrainian literature but also ½development and elaboration of
science in Ukrainian�. Three sections were created: of history and philosophy,
philology, and also of mathematics, natural sciences and medicine. At the
same time, a special scienti�c journal, ½Zapysky Naukovoho Tovarystva im.
Shevchenka� was founded. The �rst issue of the journal was printed at the
very end of 1892, under the editorship of Yu. Tselevych, the second issue
(under the editorship of O. Barvins'kyi) was printed in 1893, and the third
and fourth ones in 1894.

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In 1894, Professor Hrushevs'kyi came to L'viv. The forthcoming issues
of ½Zapysky� were published under his editorship. He increased the annual
number of volumes up to six. This growth as well as development of the
Society was possible due to energy of the scienti�c editor of ½Zapysky� who
later became the Head of the Society. This period (1895�1913) is that of rise
of Society's activity.

When serving as the periodical organ of the whole society, ½Zapysky�
published papers of diverse contents: in addition to historical and philosophi-
cal papers we see also publications in mathematics, natural science and medi-
cine. In 1897, the section of mathematics, natural science and medicine
obtained ½Zbirnyk matematyko-pryrodopysno-likars'koyi sektsiyi� as its or-
gan. Since that time ½Zapysky� became the periodical organ of only two sec-
tions, of history and philosophy and philology (these sections also published
their own collection of papers).

The First World War interrupted Society's activity because of considerable
human and �nansial loss.

After 1939, the NTSh in L'viv ceased to exist. Lately, it renewed its
activity abroad. Its centers in New-York, Toronto, Paris, Sidney unite ukrai-
nian scienti�c community al around the world.

The year 1989 became a new landmark, when a historical justice was
restored and the Society renewed in L'viv. The constituent assembly and later
the �rst scienti�c session of the NTSh in L'viv became a genuine holiday for
ukrainian culture.

The structure and the principles of activity of the renewed Society demon-
strated continuation of its traditions.

Each year, since 1989, the mathematical commission of the Shevchenko
Scienti�c Society organize scienti�c sessions in di�erent directions of mathe-
matics and mechanics. The results of the talks were published in mathematical
journals of Ukraine.

With this issue, the mathematical commission of the Shevchenko Scienti-
�c Society continues the edition of mathematical works, which was started in
the last year.

Foundation of the journal ½Mathematical bulletin of the Shevchenko scien-
ti�c society� will favor publishing of original and survey papers devoted to
modern problems in mathematics and mechanics as well as further develop-
ment of fundamental and applied investigations.
